Contract

Class Attendance: You are required to be to every class on-time, ready to dance and with appropriate dance attire.  You are a dancer and we want you make sure you look and act like one.  If you are more than 15 minutes late you could be asked to sit out and watch.  You will then be required to make up the class missed.  If you miss too much of warm-up your body is not ready to dance and we don’t have time to wait for you to get ready.  We don’t have much time to learn all of our dances and we need to make sure you are ready to go on time!  Please plan accordingly, especially if you are coming from school.  BRING YOUR CLOTHES WITH YOU.  When you know you are going to be gone from a class, your teacher must know.  Give her a call ahead of time.  Please know that if you miss a day when choreography is taught, you may be spaced out of the section.  If you are not wanting to be spaced out, please talk to your teacher prior to your missing, and if you, your parents and your teacher are willing, schedule a private lesson ($25.00/hour) You will then be in that section of the dance after you have paid for your private lesson. 
Class Wear: Every dancer must wear Pink ballet tights along with a leotard (color of your choice) for ballet.  Your hair MUST be pulled into a TIGHT bun with gel and absolutely NO BANGS hanging in your face.  Jazz and Technique classes are more relaxed, but you must wear tight fitting jazz pants and a shirt or leotard that is also tight fitting.  The reason for the tight fitting clothing is so the dance instructors can watch feet, toes, legs and arms to make appropriate corrections.  Please dress accordingly.  Dance shoes are also the best for turning purposes.  Gore boots or foot mittens would be a perfect choice.  We request that no socks be worn in class, (even for warm-up) dancers tend to slip and cause themselves injury.  We want to prevent as many of these as possible.  If you don’t have clothes for the day, you will be asked to call a parent and have them bring you some.  Hip hop is the most laid back class of them all; you are allowed to wear baggie clothes, bandanas, hats and tennis shoes.  We want you to be able to feel the music and dance accordingly to the song.  
Competition & Performances: This next year we are going to be attending at least…1 competition located down south, and 2-4in Utah County. Competition pieces that will be competed this next year are; Jazz, Character, Lyrical/contemporary, & Hip Hop.  We also are going to have a production number that will be competed, as well as 2 ADVANCED dances. These dances will cost extra money to learn choreography and for costuming. These dances will be taught on Saturdays. The styles will be jazz and contemporary. (You may audition for 1 or both…. Just keep in mind, not all will be in these dances, they are very limited 6-8max) Start planning now for fees; plan on $10-$18 a dance.  Remember that being on a competition team means you accept the responsibility of attending and participating in the competitions we as dancers of Front & Center choose to attend.  (mini company will only be competing in 2 competitions both locally and will be competing a jazz and lyrical) We also are going to be participating in a number of local performances; these will help us get ready for competition by allowing you to dance on a stage and in front of an audience.  Be looking for notes explaining when.  By trying out for a competition team you and your parents agree to attending these performances and competitions, there is no exception to this rule. This next year, Alexis is going to add a competition fee to your tuition; you are more than welcome to pay it when your bill arrives. This way when competition time arrives you are not hit with a large amount of money due immediately.  (The fees will be $40.00 on the months of oct, nov, dec, feb, march, april)
Dancers Responsibility: It is your responsibility as a dancer to be at dance when required and ready to perform.  Please leave school talk and other issues at the door.  Dance needs to be a place for progression.  We want each dancer to be dedicated to the team, by being dedicated you will continue to improve and progress like you want to.  If at any time you as a dancer has a problem with a teacher, or another student you are required to fix it immediately.  We do not need any harsh words, back-biting, or rudeness to occur in the studio.  If a problem occurs between an instructor and a student matters will be dealt with and the situation needs to be taken care of immediately.  Your contract will go from August 2011-July 2012.
Accessories:  This next year costumes will be purchased. You will be charged by the costume, please plan around $50-$80 a costume. We will try to keep the cost down as much as possible( Other things that you are going to want to make sure your dancers have…. Tan Tap (gore boot) Shoes, Pink Ballet shoes and 2 pair of Foot Mittens are going to be required.  If you feel that yours are in good condition, they must be cleared with Alexis first.  New Warm-ups will also be purchased this next year! I am guessing $50-$100 for pants and jackets. Please plan accordingly and participate in all fundraisers to help ease the cost of these supplies! As  far as make-up goes we are going to keep the same sally’s make-up as last year Eye shadow colors are Fairy Pink and Cranberry, Navy Blue is the eye liner, Lip Stick WILL  change.. and the foundation is your responsibility I will see how yours held up this last year, and make a make-up run for those of you who need new items!
Scholarship: This year Front & Center is going to be giving away 1 half tuition scholarship to each company.  These will be given by the judges who they feel excels exceptionally well at try-outs.  Please note that if you are awarded one of these you are excused from ½ of your monthly team tuition.  If you are not on your best behavior and uphold all the contract rules you will lose your scholarship.  These tuition scholarships are given to dancers who stand out in the judges eyes who they feel are going to excel this next school year.  If you are absent or fail to abide by any of the contract rules, you will lose the scholarship and will then be required to pay for your lessons. Being on scholarship is a huge privilege; others will look to you as an example.  Don’t let being tardy, absent or disrespectful ruin your dance scholarship.
