REGISTRATION CONTRACT RULES

This agreement is between the student/responsible party, and Front & Center Dance Academy.

It is for all classes and/or activities the student is pursuing at, or with Front & Center.

Release: By signing this contract you agree to release and discharge, Front and Center and their employees from any liabilities growing out of, or related to any activity in which I or my child may participate in.  I understand that this is a full and complete release from any injury or damage which may happen to my child or me as a result of my/his/her participation in any activity, regardless of the specific cause.

Billing: Your account will billed by MONTHLY TUITION on the 1st of each month.  Payments are due on the 1st of each month.  Once tuition has been billed you are required to pay for the month regardless if you attend or not.  A statement will be sent home with your dancer after the 15th letting you know the month’s tuition along with $15.00 late fee. NO REFUNDS will be issues for classes not attended.

Auto Pay: You are willing to enroll in auto pay. You may do so by checking yes on the registration form.   By checking the yes box and signing the registration form you give Front & Center the authorization to process your card on the 10th of each month.  You may choose to cancel this option at any time by a written note. 

Credit Card Requirements: We request a credit card number to be on file for each student. By signing this contract you agree to have your credit card charged for any outstanding balances if payments are not received by the 15th of each month.  If you do not have a credit card or refuse to give us the information, you agree that if tuition is not received by the 15th of the month your child will be unable to attend classed until it is paid.  If tuition is not paid by the 25th your child will be asked to leave the dance studio and not return until the next semester.

Payments: We accept Cash, Check, Debit cards, Visa, Discover and MasterCard.  If a check is returned to Front and Center because of Non-Sufficient Funds, your account will be charged $25.00 NSF fee.  Any delinquent accounts after one month may possibly be sent to collections.  

Class Attendance: Is the most crucial in our studio.  We base ourselves on technique and clean routines.  If a dancer is not able to make it to class they need to clear it with the instructor prior to leaving.  Competing level dancers have a very strict attendance policy and by signing the competition team agreement they will be held liable for classes missed.  Our studio wants to hold a high standard for dancers, by attending class each week with a positive attitude this can be accomplished. 

 Class Observation: Due to student distraction we ask that parents, friends and family do not come and watch class. We find that students do better when one teacher is correcting them; however parents are more than welcome to come in the class room 10 minutes before class is finished to see what their children have been working on and see their dancer’s progression.  You may also video tape the dances being taught for at home practice, if a child feels they are not getting the material.  This needs to be done with teacher approval.

Parent/Dancer Responsibly: Our studio wants to be known for the positive upbringing of young dancers.  If any parents or dancer’s are not in accordance with our policy their child may be asked to leave the studio.  This means no back-biting, harsh words or actions of any sort will be tolerated.  We ask that you as parents help us to achieve our goal.  We want positive parents and students to enter and graduate from Front & Center.  When competition time approaches we ask that parents make it a STRONG effort to be to the desired place at the appointed time.  It is very nerve racking for dancers who are not there on time.  Each dancer will be more relaxed and ready to perform to their best ability if they are dressed and ready to go when needed.  As instructors we ask that you pack little snacks for the dancers to eat to keep them hydrated and refreshed.  Most of the time we will not have a break long enough to go get some food.
Dance Company Members Only: By signing this contract you agree that you will be responsible for your child’s tuition.  You understand that company tuition is prorated for the dance year and will remain the same when we extend or hold extra rehearsals. You also understand that in any event that we must cancel a class due to holiday or by the request of a teacher, this prorated policy also applies.  Tuition does not include competition fees, costuming, or any other outside cost that may occur.  There are no exceptions to cancel a contract- please do not ask to be excused from it. 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Class Descriptions

Superstars Combo: This class is designed to help young students learn basic tap, tumbling, jazz and ballet skills.  In this class we will focus on passing off Tap and Tumbling 1, upon passing them off a reward or metal will be given to the student.  We will also focus on flexibility with a prize for those who get their splits and straddles(  We will also focus on basic Ballet and jazz skills, this will be accomplished by across-the-floor and center ballet work.  Passing off of single pirouettes will also be worked on throughout the year! Throughout the year we will also be working on dances.  We will strive to get 2 dances learned for each recital, dance styles include… Tap, Jazz, Ballet, Lyrical or Character. (Nov. and June)  Each student will need to come to class with black tap shoes and pink ballet shoes. Dance appropriate attire is also required; leotard and tights or hot shorts. (Please no full footed tights, they will slip on the mats when we do tumbling.) A Costume fee of $50.00 will be required the first part of the year.  This will get them a leotard, skirt and pant of some sort.  If the dance requires the use of a prop a minimal fee for that will also be added to your account. Passing off of single & double pirouettes will also be worked on throughout the year! Throughout the year we will also be working on dances. We will also focus on flexibility with a prize for those who get their splits and straddles(  we will also focus on basic-intermediate Ballet and jazz skills, this will be accomplished by across-the-floor and center ballet work.  Passing off of single, double & triple pirouettes will also be worked on throughout the year! We will also introduce Fouettes and more advanced skills, getting them ready for a competition level.  Throughout the year we will also be working on dances.  We will strive to get 2 dances learned for each recital, dance styles include… Tap, Jazz, Ballet, Lyrical or Character. (Nov. and June)  Each student will need to come to class with black tap shoes and pink ballet shoes. Dance appropriate attire is also required; leotard and tights or hot shorts. (Please no full footed tights, they will slip on the mats when we do tumbling.) A Costume fee of $50.00 will be required the first part of the year.  This will get them a leotard, skirt and pant of some sort.  If the dance requires the use of a prop a minimal fee for that will also be added to your account. Hip Hop I: This class is designed to help young dancers learn the basic skills of hip hop.  They will learn how to count music and learn to find the beat.  We will focus on basic hip hop and break dancing skills. If your dancer wants a relaxed style of dance with lots of fun movements, hip hop would be great for them!  They are not required to wear anything specific, other than loose clothing that can move.( They will learn 1 dance per semester and will be required to purchase a costume of $30.00.  We would like these students to participate in 1 competition this next year.  It will be a local one and will give the students the opportunity of dancing in front of a large group of people. Competition cost range from $8.00-10.00 a dance.
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Hip Hop II: This class is designed to help dancers learn the basic-intermediate skills of hip hop.  They will learn how to work with a group on formation changes and dance together on break dancing moves. We will focus on basic-intermediate hip hop and break dancing skills. If your dancer wants a relaxed style of dance with lots of fun movements, hip hop would be great for them!  They are not required to wear anything specific, other than loose clothing that can move.( They will learn 1 dance per semester and will be required to purchase a costume of $30.00.  We would like these students to participate in 1 competition this next year.  It will be a local one and will give the students the opportunity of dancing in front of a large group of people. Competition cost range from $8.00-10.00 a dance.

Teen: This class is designed to help dancers who want to focus on Hip Hop and Jazz skills.  They will begin with a warm-up focusing on flexibility and then a few combinations across the floor, getting their coordination together with the beat of the music.  This class will learn 1 dance per semester, learning either Jazz or Hip hop.  They will then perform them the recital. We also would encourage these dancers to participate in a competition that will give them the opportunity to dance in front of a large group of people.  If your dancer wants a fun class that will improve their dance skills, this is the class for them.  A costume fee of $50.00 is also required; it will get them a hip hop and a jazz costume.  If the dance requires the use of a prop a minimal fee for that will also be added to your account. Other performance opportunities will also be available for your students, please look forward to notes explaining them(
Adult Jazz N’ Tone: This class is for those adults who want a work-out mixed with the fun of dancing at the same time.  The first 20 min. will focus on cardio, with each week being a different type. The next 20 min. will be across-the-floor, learning dance combinations that will help with coordination, flexibility and skill improvement.  Finishing off the class with the last 20 min., a dance combination will be taught, helping learn to count to music and dancing at the same time.  1 dance will be taught per recital, so friends and family can check out your dance improvement.  A costume fee for the year will be set by the teacher, but will be very minimal.  If you want to brush up on dance skills or just get together with others that want to dance, this class is perfect (
